Ultrasound Machine

We are proud to announce the introduction of our
new ultrasound machine.

What is involved?

A probe (like a big
blunt pen) is placed
on the part of the
body to be examined.

What is ultrasound?

Ultrasound uses high frequency sound waves to
create images of organs and structures inside the
body. Your pet will be need
to be shaved around
the area to be exam-
ined for the probe to
make good contact.
Lubricating gel is
also used to help
contact.

How does it work?

The sound waves travel freely through fluids and
soft tissue but bounce back (echo) when it hits a
more solid surface.

What is it used for?

Ultrasound can be used in many situations:
- help determine the size, shape and
consistency of internal organs,
structures and abnormalities;
- detect abnormalities of heart structures;
- help monitor the growth of foetuses
and check for abnormalities.

The echoes are detected by the probe and sent to the
ultrasound machine which are displayed as a picture
on the monitor.

Examinations may require pets to be sedated and
depending upon which part of the body to be
scanned can take up to 45 minutes to carry out.

Idefix - a living Houdini! Idefix is a lovely white 9 year old west highland terrier who
recently showed all the traits of her super hero namesake from the Asterix and Obelix
adventures. Idefix was recently run over by a school bus. Sadly her injuries included severe
nerve damage to her left hind leg. The condition was that serious that amputation was likely o
be needed. However, before going down that path, Idefix's mum wanted to give her every
opportunity for a potential recovery. Her recovery program included medication, homeopathic
support, remedial massage therapy and brain hemisphere training. With hard work and
dedication some function returned to the upper part of her leg. However, the extent of the injury to the paw itself
prevented practical use of the leg. We referred Idefix to a neurological specialist at the University of Cambridge
Vet School for neurological tests and motor responses. The specialists confirmed the need to
amputate. We carried out the amputation successfully and Idefix is continuing her adventures
on three legs without a care in the world. Well done Idefix!

Footnote: Idefix's mum was happy that although amputation was initially recommended, she and Idefix were given
options to allow them to adjust to the situation and allow Idefix every chance of a recovery. We take pride in
discussing options so that you can make an informed decision. If you have any queries regarding treatment plans
please feel free to discuss them with your vet.
